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APOSTATES: 

BLUEPRINT FOR REVIVAL COURSE 

INFORMATION AND INSTRUCTIONS

 

WHAT IS THIS COURSE ?

Satan is at war with the Church.  One of the devil's valuable tools is an apostate.  This course is a Biblical study of apostates.  Much of our modern understanding about apostates comes from the Bible.  This course will help a pastor to recognize an apostate and follow a Biblical plan of action to minimize damage to his church.  There are also case studies of modern apostates which should enable the student to better understand how apostates work within churches.  

  
WHO SHOULD TAKE THIS COURSE ?

This course is designed for pastors and church leaders.  In many cases, apostates have been involved in causing difficulties, and an experienced pastor will be able to measure the likelihood of apostates being responsible through a careful study of God's Word and prayer.  This course is designed to assist in that endeavor and provide suggestions for overcoming a lethal enemy.

  

WHO SHOULD NOT TAKE THIS COURSE ?

This course is not designed for an immature Christian or a pastor who does not have a firm understanding of the fundamentals of Biblical faith.  Anyone who takes this course should first have a thorough grasp of the Faith, and is recommended for pastors currently attending the Blueprint Institute, or students who have already graduated from the Blueprint Bible Institute.  This course should never be given to a first year student or inexperienced leader.  It is designed for men who are called by God to preach, as pastors or teachers in churches, or otherwise be directly involved in bringing people to Christ.  A pastor's wife who is truly dedicated to the Lord can be a better helpmeet in her husband's ministry if she knows these things.  But, enrollment of pastor's wives in this course should not be encouraged.  Only those wives who already are involved in and are committed to their husband's ministry can use this material properly.  Others could be overwhelmed by the battle, and be more of a hindrance than help.  Pastor's wives are eligible to enroll and take this course, but only on their own initiative.   

 

HOW SHOULD THIS COURSE BE PRESENTED ?

1. You should read through the entire course first for yourself.  You should be familiar with how to identify an apostate, what they typically do, and the steps required to defeat them.  You will be given a specific amount of time to do this before teaching it.  Please understand how important this course can be to the churches in the last days if it is taught with a compassionate heart for God's church.

 

  As an Instructor, you should plan a lesson for each session.  It should rely strongly upon Scriptures, so you may want to research and include Bible portions in addition to the ones noted in the Course.

 

  Pray for your class.  If these are truly God-called men, they will need this material; in the last days.  Without a Biblical basis for identifying and removing the enemy, their ministries will not reach the level of effectiveness which the Lord wants.

  On the first day of this course you should explain why this course is important.  You should explain the importance of each student being involved in class discussions.  You should explain how the grading will be done.  (25% class participation, 25% class quizzes, and 50% finished notebook).

 

These men already know the basic fundamentals of our faith, and most have probably graduated from Blueprint Bible Institute.  Therefore, we assume they know how to study, and trust them to take the emphasis from each class and be prepared for the quizzes and the competition of their notebooks.  However, you may find a couple students who need help in understand this course and what the over-all calling of being a shepherd entails.  

  

2. Next, the instructor should discuss each section in class, and require class participation as it relates to church activities and problems.   Students who are unwilling to participate in class in an honest, respectful way will be dismissed from the course and will not be eligible to receive any credit or certificate for the course.  Pastors and leaders should relate their own experiences and situations with the class, and discuss if they believe the people involved were apostates, or not.  Instructors should read and study EVERY Scripture in this course before the applicable class, and have the students benefit from your own study.  The material included in the course will make your students think about areas of ministry they have never thought about before.  They should be enlightened to the actual state of war that exists with the Christian.  

 

 

3. Each student should keep a notebook of material covered at each session, and specific characteristics which relate to apostates, and add to his notebook all the Scriptures covered  whenever he comes across another characteristic in the text.  He should add to this his own observations about various apostates they have known.  

 

 

4. Instructors should note that some basic and important matters regarding apostates are repeated throughout the course.  This is to emphasize specific important points.  Do not speed past identification sections or other areas which are repeated.  We learn by repetition, and the Biblical truths this course teaches are extremely important to a pastor who wants to be successful in these last days.

  

HOW SHOULD THE EXAMINATIONS BE TAKEN ?

Students will be graded on class participation (25%). Instructor generated quizzes (25%), and upon the thoroughness, accuracy, and neatness of his notebook, which will count as a final exam (50%).  Quiz your students at least once every other session.  This will enable you to determine their seriousness, and whether you are communicating effectively with them.  

 

Each student's notebook should be graded on the completeness of descriptions of apostates recommended plans of action.  Scriptures must be written in a logical sequence, showing the point which is made in that Scripture.  The points made, the identifying factors, and how to deal with apostates must all be included.  The notebook will also be graded on neatness and accuracy.  This is because the notebook should be kept as a reference for future battles with apostates, and must be clearly and understandably written. 

 

Students who score 80% or better will receive a separate certificate for the course, titled, "Adversarial Relations."  It is anticipated that other courses will follow and be categorized under a Course Section titled, "Church Administration."  Students who are not in class for 90% of the sessions cannot graduate.  Since 25% of the grade involves classroom discussion and participation, it will be impossible for a student with less than 90% attendance to get the full benefits from this course.

 

 

 

WHY IS THIS COURSE LIMITED ONLY TO PASTORS AND PASTOR'S WIVES ?

This course must be completely and fully taught.  It is about apostates, not backslidden Christians, or disagreeable people.  If parts of this course are not fully explained to the students, or if they are omitted, a pastor may take limited information and initiate action against people who are not apostates.
