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INSTRUCTIONS: 

There are SIX (6) parts to this examination.  All six parts must be taken after the entire course has been finished.  (For an example, do NOT take the examination for Part 1 after you have finished Part 1.  You must wait until all SIX Parts have been taught completely before taking ANY portions of this Examination.

This Examination should be taken over a period of three days.  

DAY ONE:  Parts One and Two

DAY TWO:  Parts Three and Four

DAY THREE:  Parts Four and Five

On each of the three days, Students should have at least three (3) hours to complete the Examination for that day.  Students should NOT have access to the next day's Examinations, and may NOT go back to make changes on a previous day's Examination.  Examinations are to be turned into the Instructor then held and graded by the Instructor.

Follow the instructions for each of the Parts and Examination questions.  

You may use a Bible that does not contain outlines, markings, or notes from your Course.  

You may use a Bible dictionary or Concordance.  

You may NOT use any Bible Commentary or other literature or notes of any kind.

You must take this Examination in the presence of the Instructor. 

You will be graded upon the COMPLETENESS and ACCURACY of your answers.

Failure to give a Scriptural basis to your answers will result in a loss of credits for your answer.

Failure to abide by these simple Instructions can result in a FAILING grade for your entire course regardless of any previous grades which you may have received for other work.

PART FIVE:

JESUS--HOW CAN HE BE GOD AND MAN ?

1. THERE ARE TWO PARTS TO THIS QUESTION.  

(A). IF WE BELIEVE IN AN ALMIGHTY GOD, IS IT POSSIBLE TO LIMIT CERTAIN ATTRIBUTES OF HIMSELF AT CERTAIN TIMES ?  

(B). WHAT ATTRIBUTE OF GOD ALLOWS HIM TO LIMIT HIMSELF AT TIMES ?

2. IF JESUS WAS ONLY KNOWN IN THE NEW TESTAMENT, HOW WOULD THIS AFFECT OUR UNDERSTANDING OF HIS NATURE ?

3. THERE ARE TWO PARTS TO THIS QUESTION.

(A). WHAT PASSAGES IN THE BIBLE CALL JESUS "GOD"  ?

(B). IF THERE WERE NO OTHER PASSAGES IN THE BIBLE WHICH CALLED JESUS "GOD," WOULD THESE BE ENOUGH TO ESTABLISH THE TRUTH THAT HE IS GOD IN FLESH ?  EXPLAIN YOUR ANSWER.

4. THERE ARE THREE PARTS TO THIS QUESTION.  

(A). CREATE A LIST OF EVENTS IN THE OLD TESTAMENT WHERE JESUS APPEARED TO MEN.

(B). CREATE A LIST OF SCRIPTURES WHERE THESE EVENTS ARE FOUND IN THE BIBLE.

(C). THERE ARE SCRIPTURES FROM SOME OLD TESTAMENT PROPHETS WHICH REVEAL JESUS WAS GOD.  EVEN THOUGH THE PERSONAL ENCOUNTERS WITH JESUS ARE NOT USUALLY MENTIONED.  MAKE A LIST OF AS MANY AS YOU CAN.

PART SIX:  

JESUS, THE ONLY SAVIOR

1. WHAT IS A MAJOR REASON FOR MANY PEOPLE NOT RECEIVING THE BIBLE'S TEACHING ABOUT WHO JESUS IS ?

2. AS COMPLETELY AS POSSIBLE, TELL HOW YOU WOULD EXPLAIN THE NATURE OF GOD TO A CHILD OR YOUNG PERSON BETWEEN THE AGE OF 8 AND 12.

3. SOMEONE COMES TO YOU ARGUING THAT THE BIBLE SAYS GOD IS INVISIBLE, AND THEREFORE JESUS COULD NOT BE GOD SINCE HE COULD BE SEEN.  CREATE YOUR PRESENTATION OF BIBLICAL EVIDENCE THAT JESUS IS THE PHYSICAL MANIFESTATION OF THE ALMIGHTY TO THIS PERSON.

4. YOU COME ACROSS SOMEONE WHO SAYS THAT BELIEVE IN JESUS AS THEIR SAVIOR.  HOWEVER, THEY STATE THAT THEY DO NOT BELIEVE JESUS WAS GOD IN FLESH.  CHOOSE YOUR MOST LIKELY RESPONSE, AND EXPLAIN YOUR ANSWER.  

  A. DO YOU WAIT FOR THE PERSON TO GROW IN THEIR KNOWLEDGE THROUGH SCRIPTURES OVER TIME ?  (YES OR NO  --CIRCLE ONE)

  B. DO YOU PRESENT A DETAILED STUDY OF WHAT THE BIBLE TEACHES ABOUT JESUS BEING THE PHYSICAL MANIFESTATION OF THE ALMIGHTY ?   (YES OR NO  --CIRCLE ONE)

  C. DO YOU ANNOUNCE THAT THEY ARE NOT SAVED, AND TRY TO CONVINCE THEM OF YOUR POINT OF VIEW ?  (YES OR NO  --CIRCLE ONE)
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
