3. What are 5 areas of information for which we depend upon the Bible ?

4. What are the four basic areas of evidence which show that the Bible must be the Word of God, and not the words of men ?

5. State as clearly as you can why the science of mathematics shows that the Bible is the Word of God.

6. How many human writers did God use to put His Word into writing ?

7. How many different generations did these writers come from ?

8. How many different countries did the writers write the Scriptures in ?

9. What do you think the chances are that the writers of the Bible—if they were NOT putting down the exact words of God--
(1). will agree on their descriptions and analysis of God ? 
(2). will give accurate information about current events ?   
(3). will give precise, accurate details about what will occur one hundred years from now ?  
10. State at least four of the non-Messianic prophesies, and how they show that the prophecy must have come from God and not man.
11. Approximately how many Old Testament prophecies were given that show that Jesus would be the Messiah ?   
12. How Did Jesus Confirm the Bible to be God’s Word ?

13. Give at least 5 examples of prophesies from the Old Testament which show that Jesus is the Messiah and Savior.  
14. Give 10 examples of Old Testament Scriptures which show that the Bible could have only been written by God.  These must be non-Messianic prophesies.  

15. Describe in your own words what happened to the ancient city of Tyre, according to the Bible prophecies in Ezekiel 26 and Ezekiel 28.
16. Describe in your own words what happened to the ancient city of Samaria, according to the Bible prophecies in Hosea 13 and Micah 1.

17. Men have tried to disprove the Bible by stating that the people, places, and events mentioned in the Bible are lies.  However, within the last 50 years, amazing discoveries have been made which reveal the following people, places, or things that were used by Bible-deniers in their arguments against God’s Word.
