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BLUEPRINT FOR REVIVAL BIBLE INSTITUTE

AFFILIATION

Blueprint For Revival Ministries, Inc., and all of its ministries are not affiliated with any denomination or secular oversight organization.  As an independent entity, we are free to pursue the Biblical Truths of God’s Word without concerns about political or denominational pressures and interests.  Instead, we desire to be aligned completely with what God says a ministry should be and do and believe.  Blueprint For Revival Ministries is merely one part of the Body of Christ, the Church, assisting other parts of the Body.  It exists to glorify the Lord Jesus Christ, bring souls to Him, and help them grow up in their faith.  
Blueprint For Revival Bible Institute does not seek any accreditation with religious or secular accrediting associations.  While many such organizations have started out with good intentions and the right purposes, most have fallen into accepting the standards and judgments of this present world.  The accreditation of these courses and the fruits of them will be determined at the Judgment Seat of Christ.
PURPOSE

The purpose of Blueprint For Revival Bible Institute is to provide a solid basic Biblical training which would be given without cost to pastors, evangelists, and other Christians in church leadership.

Although the major part of these courses is directed to pastors, these courses provide practical guidance and help for all those actively involved in the ministry of our Lord Jesus Christ.

The courses themselves are not designed to complete the work of serious study and Biblical research by the pastor.  They are deliberately structured to be simple and short so that a busy pastor-student can continue his calling while learning more of the Word at the same time.

The Bible teachings in these courses are specifically designed to meet the needs of active pastors and church workers, providing practical applications for personal and congregational use.

RECOGNITION OF ACHIEVEMENT

Students will be awarded certificates based upon the results of their participation and testing in a subject given by the Institute.  If a student completes a required group of courses satisfactorily, a certificate award will be given to recognize that accomplishment.  The type of certificate award (diploma or degree) will be that which is decided upon by the local Director of the Institute, subject to approval by Blueprint For Revival Ministries, and applicable laws of that country or state.  

ADMISSION PROCEDURES

Admission to the entire program, or even a single course should be limited to those who have exhibited a strong testimony of faith in Jesus Christ.  Those whose relationship with Jesus Christ is questionable or cannot come highly recommended by a church or known Christian leader should not be accepted as students.
All who seek admission to this program should 
1. complete the admission form, 
2. give a detailed written testimony of their salvation experience, and details of their current ministry.
3. attach at least three recommendations one of which must be from a sending church or known church leader.
Admission will be accepted or denied based upon the decision of the local Institute Director.  Admission requests which are not accepted may be remitted again at such a time as conditions in the potential student’s life improve.

STAFF

The Institute shall have a local Director who shall oversee the entire program.

The Institute shall have qualified instructors who shall exhibit not only an ability to communicate effectively, but shall also have a strong Christian testimony and a life which is involved in serving the Lord Jesus.  New Christians or those without considerable spiritual growth should not be considered for the position of Instructor.  
Instructors shall review the material to be presented, and incorporate additional research projects for the students.  Each Instructor shall prayerfully present the materials with a goal of helping each individual student become the vessel which God can use most effectively to bring souls to Himself and edify the Church.  Materials which in any way contradict the Doctrinal statement of Blueprint For Revival may not be used in teaching, except to point out the Biblical errors contained within those materials

No one on the staff of the Institute shall receive monetary compensation for their efforts at the Institute from the students.  This is so the Institute may maintain the ministry of being a “Free Bible Institute.”  Students may be required to purchase their own notebooks, Bibles, and other personal materials, however.  Freewill offerings by churches or organizations to staff members are acceptable and appreciated.
TEACHING PLANS

The Bible Institutes should operate under an extremely flexible teaching schedule.  The local director of an Institute shall determine the most effective way to assist those who desire to be trained, and shall develop a time schedule which shall take into consideration the need of some students to work a secular job and others to continue with their present ministries.  In some cases, courses may be taken through correspondence.

Depending upon the size of the class, the typical course will require between one to three hours each day.  Larger classes will take more time in discussion due to the number of students.  Student participation and involvement is a key element is making the truths being taught take a practical and effective form in the ministries of the students.  More veteran people in the ministry can help this knowledge by sharing their own life-experiences.
Although the printed materials for each course may be read completely in one day, it is the discussion, Biblical research, commentary, and supplemental insights by the instructor which stretch the course over many weeks.  The Bible is the key text for all courses.
It is recommended that a student NOT be enrolled in more than three courses at the same time so that he may place a higher level of prayer and consideration into each course.  

TESTING

Instructors are encouraged to create brief tests after discussions and assign research papers at any time they feel it is expedient for the students to review or go deeper into a particular section of Bible teaching.
Final examinations which are supplied with the courses should be given at the end of the entire course.  They may be broken down into two or more segments which may be given on consecutive days, but should be given only after the discussion, research, and teaching aspect of the course have finished.  This is to eliminate the tendency in some schools to test students segment by segment rather than grading them on a comprehensive understanding of the entire course.  Most of our final examinations encourage students to use their Bibles extensively for those examinations.  However, student notes from the course may not be present when they take the Final Examination.
GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Students must have an average grade of at least 70% for participation, tests, and research papers.  The final examination must receive a grade of at least 70%.  Students who receive grades below 70% in either category may be permitted to repeat the course(s) at the discretion of the Institute Director.
The following grading system is recommended for a typical classroom set-up:

25% of the total grade average shall be given based upon class participation and any research papers or supplemental tests which the Instructor may desire to give throughout the course.

75% of the total grade average shall be the grade of the final examination.  *A student must receive at least a 70% correct score on his final examination to pass.  
*In the case of courses taken by correspondence, the total grade average will be determined entirely by the score achieved on the Final Examination.

GRADUATION SERVICE

The Institute Director may schedule and perform a Graduation Ceremony for those who have either graduated, or completed a specific course.  It is recommended that the Graduation Ceremony be announced and carried out in a local church.  

CERTIFICATE OF COMPLETION

A Certificate of Completion shall be made available to all students who satisfactorily complete the course of study.  Blueprint For Revival Ministries may provide these certificates to the local Institute upon receipt of the name of the Course, and the Name of the student.  This information should be sent to Blueprint For Revival long enough in advance so that the certificates can be made and posted back to the local Institute.
CERTIFICATES OF GRADUATION

A Bible Institute award certificate shall be made available to all students who successfully complete all the required courses of study of the Bible Institute.
