10. WHY DO PEOPLE SIN ?  GIVE THREE BIBLICAL EXPLANATIONS FOR WHY PEOPLE DO IT.

11. HOW DOES THE LAW OF GOD SHAPE OUR UNDERSTANDING OF SIN ?
12. WHAT ARE SOME OF THE WAYS THAT WE KNOW WE HAVE SINNED ?  HOW DOES A RIGHTEOUS GOD LET SINFUL MAN KNOW THAT MAN HAS SINNED ?    BE SPECIFIC, AND PROVE YOUR ANSWER FROM THE BIBLE.

16. WHEN MAN SINS, WHAT IS GOD LIKELY TO DO IMMEDIATELY IN RESPONSE TO HIS SIN ?

17. HOW SHOULD A CHRISTIAN GO ABOUT TRYING TO DISCERN THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN CHASTENING DUE TO SIN AND SOME OTHER REASON FOR DIFFICULTIES HAPPENING ?

18. FROM SCRIPTURE, EXPLAIN WHAT GOD DID TO PROVIDE A REMEDY FOR THE PROBLEM OF SIN ?

19. DOES GOD’S VICTORY OVER SIN MEAN POWER TO LIVE MORE RIGHTEOUSLY OR JUST IN PAYING THE PRICE WHICH SIN REQUIRED ?  PROVIDE SCRIPTURES TO SUPPORT YOUR ANSWER.

20. IF THE FIRST SIN WHICH A PERSON DOES APPEARS TO BE A “MINOR” SIN, WILL THE DEATH PENALTY BE APPLIED TO THAT SIN BY GOD ?  PROVE YOUR ANSWER BY SCRIPTURE.

21. IN YOUR OPINION, WHICH IS THE MOST SERIOUS SIN AGAINST GOD ?  YOU WILL BE GRADED FOR THIS QUESTION ON THE BASIS OF HOW WELL YOU DEFEND YOU ANSWER FROM THE BIBLE.

22. IF A PERSON BREAKS THE LAWS OF GOD, BUT HE WAS NOT AWARE  OF THOSE LAWS, WILL HE BE JUDGED GUILTY ANYWAY ?  WHY, OR WHY NOT ?

23. WHEN ADAM FIRST SINNED, WHICH LAW(S) DID HE BREAK ?

24. IS THERE ANY SIN WHICH DOES NOT AFFECT SOMEONE ELSE ?  GIVE A SCRIPTURAL BASIS FOR YOUR ANSWER.

25. HOW CAN SOME SINS BRING DISGRACE AND HURT TO THE NAME OF OUR SAVIOR ?

26. THERE ARE TWO MAJOR GROUPS OF LAWS FROM GOD.  NAME THEM, AND STATE WHO THEY WERE SPECIFICALLY DIRECTED TOWARD.

27. HOW DO WE KNOW THAT THERE WERE LAWS FROM GOD BEFORE THE GREAT FLOOD AT NOAH’S TIME ?

28. STATE IN YOUR OWN WORDS WHAT SEVEN LAWS WERE CONTAINED IN THE NOAHIDE COMMANDMENTS.

29. WHEN A PERSON COMMITS SIN, WHAT DOES IT DO:
